Event parking during Cowes Week  - As well as the main pay and display car park in Park Road, competitors 
and visitors to Cowes Week can park in the official event car park which is located in Northwood Park, 
located half way up Ward Avenue. 

The event car park is open and staffed between 6am and 8pm daily from Friday, 9th  August to Saturday, 
17th August for both cars and commercial vehicles. 

Parking costs £7.00 for the whole day or £5.00 after 2pm for the remainder of the day (except for Friday, 
16th August when parking will be £7.00 all day).  A week long car pass for  the grass parking (9th -17th 
August inclusive) is available for £45.00 from the car park team or from our website. 

Commercial vehicle grass parking is also available at £10.00 for the whole day, or £8.00 from 3.00 pm for 
the rest of the day.  A week long Commercial Vehicle Pass (for vans up to 7m in length) for grass parking is 
available for £60.00 from our website.  For larger commercial vehicles please

Please be aware that the car park does not have card facilities, so have cash available for purchasing tickets.

Tree Climbing—Participants will enjoy stunning views over the Solent 
from the top of a spectacular 25m high Turkey Oak more than 300 years 
old, located on the northern side of Northwood Park.  Climbs last one 
hour with qualified Goodleaf climbing instructors on hand to show you 
the ropes and help you ascend into the canopy. Up to 6 people can climb 
at a time you’ll be able to climb to 19 metres. 

Climbing starts at 12 noon each day and the last climb is at 5 pm, booking recommended in advance.
