Darren said; “We’ve always wanted to support the lively jazz scene on the Island here at 

Northwood House and I’ve have chatted with Jim on many occasions about trying to create more of a jazz club vibe which you 

don’t get at other local  venues.  Here you can meet up with friends in a relaxed, yet exclusive-feeling environment, to enjoy 

fantastic modern jazz played live in front of you.  The Ballroom makes a fantastic location for this cosy experience where the 

audience are up-close and personal to the performers.  The bar is open, but we include a glass of wine and cheese platter in the 

ticket price so people can really enjoy the moment without spending too much”. 

Doors 

open at 7.15pm with the live jazz starting at 8:00pm.
